receives £900 

It’s Your Community Recognizes Local Project

4TH March 2009:  Seaford Friday Night Football Street League is the latest project in East Sussex to receive money from O2’s It’s Your Community programme. The football street league, based in Seaford, East Sussex, has been given £900  to help the programme reach more people.
Seaford Evening Street League was formed in September 2008 to tackle the regular Friday night anti-social behavior displayed by bored and frustrated local teenagers. Over 60 youths regularly participate in football and team building sessions, with key messages from organisations such as the Fire Brigade and police delivered alongside these sessions. The O2 It’s Your Community Award will allow this project to be sustained and developed, to include the development of a girls Cheerleading Team.
Barry Cooper, East Sussex Development officer for Albion and Hove Football Club, is incredibly passionate about the Street League he set up. He says “The whole community has come together to give teenagers a place to feel welcome. The league has taught the kids respect, teamwork, and good citizenship, whilst providing them with some outstanding role models. We’re thrilled that our hard work has been recognized by this award and the money will ensure that the project continues.”

The awards programme has four categories: 

Rebuild and Restore - We’ve cleaned up and painted a bus shelter, restored a sports pavilion’s leaking plumbing and fitted insulation to a local hall.

Cultural - We’ve providing art materials to a local group, equipment to a community band and computers to a village shop.

Active - We’ve helped out with equipment for local clubs from football to cycling, although can’t kit out individuals.

Green and Clean - We’ve set up and supported community gardens, woodlands, beaches and paths and improved public access to river banks and green spaces.
